
Seaside Aquatic Club
Agreement of Understanding

Membership in Seaside Aquatic Club is open to any competitive swimmer wishing to take part in the program as established by the coach and meeting the group criteria.

The Seaside Aquatic Club competitive swim team program is dedicated to swimming excellence.  This goal requires effort by each swimmer and swimming family.  Swimmers are expected to attend practices and meets and extend his or her best effort.  Parents are expected to participate in fundraising events, time at meets and assist in Seaside Aquatic Club hosted meets.

To meet this team goal, it is necessary to provide each swimmer the best coaching, training facilities, and competition available.  The Seaside Aquatic Club strives to provide the greatest support for each swimmer.  The Board of Directors, swim team parents and staff work tirelessly each year to keep the club fee structure the lowest in Monterey County.  In order to keep these fees low, each family member is required to raise a minimum dollar amount per year and to participate in club sponsored fundraising events.  As a non-profit organization we are dependent on parents of swimmers to assist in these endeavors.  Fees from swimmers go primarily to pay coaches’ salaries, club affiliation fees and pool fees; therefore it is necessary to have support from parents.

1.  This agreement begins __________________.  Your monthly dues are __________ and are payable to Seaside Aquatics Club (SEA).

2.  Dues are payable by the 10th of each month with no exceptions.  A $5.00 late fee will be charged per swimmer for dues paid after the 10th.  If the late fee and dues are not paid by the first day of the following month, the swimmer will not be permitted to practice or compete until all dues are paid in full.  Dues payments are accepted in advance.

3.  Advance written notice must be submitted to the Head Coach or Treasurer prior to withdrawal from the team.  Dues and fees will be charged until notification is given in writing.

4.  Exception to this policy due to long term illness or injury must be petitioned to the board for clarification of obligations.

5.  If it is necessary to withdraw a swimmer from practice for an extended period not related to item 4, written notice must be given, explaining the circumstances.  Fees will be charged for any month that the swimmer has attended a practice.  A $35.00 re-instatement fee will be charged and must be paid before the swimmer resumes attending practice.  The board may be petitioned for an exception to this policy.  

6.  USA Swimming registration is due annually by November 15th for current swimmers.  Swimmers not registered by December 31st will not be permitted to practice or compete until USA Swimming registration is complete.  After this date, for insurance reasons, your swimmers(s) will not be permitted to practice or compete until registration is paid.  The Treasurer of Seaside Aquatic Club is authorized to pay the registration in advance and bill the currently registered swimmer, unless a request to suspend the registration is received in writing.  

7.  Participation in fundraisers and in Seaside Aquatic Club hosted meets is mandatory.
